Heard Ms. Emily L. Chhangte, learned counsel for the petitioner. Also

heard Ms. Vanneihsiami, learned Govt. Advocate for the State respondent

Nos. 1 – 4, Ms. Malsawmtluangi Royte, learned counsel appearing on behalf

of  her  senior  Mr.  Samuel  Vanlalhriata  Chhangte,  learned  counsel  for

respondent  Nos.  7  –  10/NHIDCL,  Mr.  Jonathan  Lalrintluanga,  learned

counsel  for  respondent  No.  11,  Ms.  Zairemsangpuii,  learned  CGC  for

respondent No. 6 and Mr. Anil Kumar, learned counsel for respondent No.

12.

2. In compliance of this Court’s Order dated 04.02.2026, the respondent
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No. 12 has filed an additional affidavit showing some physical progress of

the works with some increase in percentage of work being carried out over

the period of almost two months since the last report.

3. It  is  submitted  that  the  respondent  No.  12  has  mobilized  the

manpower  and  construction  machinery  at  both  the  project  sites,

substantially more with respect to the contractual provisions. It is further

submitted that  the effort  are  being made by the  respondent  No.  12 to

excelerate the execution of the work and committed to complete the project

stretches at the earliest date. 

4. However, Ms. Emily L. Chhangte, learned counsel for the petitioner

submits  that  she  had  visited  the  construction  site  and  made  a  spot

verification and found that the road constructions is still  in a dilapidated

conditions  and  if  it  remains  the  same  without  undertaking  further

construction work, the condition of the road would be worsened with the

onset of monsoon. She further submits that she will  be filing the status

report for which she requires and prays for a week’s time.

5. Considering the target already being set to complete the stretches of

work within a month of April 2026 and also that the monsoon season is

approaching,  we  are  not  at  all  satisfied  with  the  performance  of  the
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respondent No. 12 and progress of the work at the present pace. Unless the

manpower and machineries are increased during this working season, with

the onset of the monsoon the road condition will be worsened. 

6. However, since the petitioner is seeking time to file status report, we

grant her one week time to file necessary affidavit.

 7. In the meantime, we direct the respondent No. 12 to increase the

manpower and machinery as may be required to complete the stretches of

work on time. In this regard, the respondent No. 12 shall file an affidavit by

24th of March, 2026 showing the steps taken by them for increasing the

manpower and machineries, failing which the concerned officer may have

to be personally present on the next date.
